1. The Word as Foundation:  Build Your Life on It

John 1:1 (NKJV) – “In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God.”
John 1:14 (NKJV) – “And the Word became flesh and dwelt among us…”
Matthew 24:35 (NKJV) – “Heaven and earth will pass away, but My words will by no means pass away.”
Isaiah 40:8 (NKJV) – “The grass withers, the flower fades, but the word of our God stands forever.”

Daily Application
· Begin each day recognizing that God’s Word is divine, eternal, and trustworthy.
· Measure beliefs, emotions, and decisions against Scripture—not culture or convenience.
· See the Bible as a living encounter with Christ, the Living Word.

Spiritual Growth Result: Increased Stability, confidence, & a Christ-centered foundation.

2. The Word as Guidance:  Let It Direct Your Choices

Psalm 119:105 (NKJV) – “Your word is a lamp to my feet and a light to my path.” 
Proverbs 3:5–6 (NKJV) – “Trust in the LORD with all your heart… And He shall direct your paths.”
Joshua 1:8 (NKJV) – “This Book of the Law shall not depart from your mouth…”

Daily Application
· Read Scripture before making decisions, not after mistakes.
· Ask daily, “Lord, what does Your Word say about this?”
· Meditate on one verse throughout the day and let it guide your actions.
