Waterworks Garden - Waterworks Gardens is designed as a series of  
garden "rooms." The Knoll is the entry to Waterworks. The path then  
passes through a series of leaf-shaped ponds, an inlaid mosaic Grotto  
and wetlands. The gardens are open between dawn and dusk year-round.

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Point Defiance Park in Tacoma, Washington is a large urban park in the United 
States. The 760-acre park includes Point Defiance Zoo & Aquarium, the Rose 
Garden, Rhododendron Garden, beaches, trails, a boardwalk, a boathouse, 
a Washington State Ferries ferry dock for the Point Defiance-Tahlequah 
route to Vashon Island, Fort Nisqually, an off-leash dog park, and most notably 
a stand of old-growth forest. The 5 Mile Scenic Loop is beautiful!  

Woodinville’s wineries, restaurants, breweries, shops and more are  
located in the beautiful Sammamish River Valley. We welcome you to 
come and explore!
