LETTER FROM THE PASTOR

Can you imagine the delight that Jesus experienced when the disciples asked him to
increase their faith? But then look at the answer that he gives, “If you have faith the size
of a mustard seed, you would say to this mulberry tree, 'Be uprooted and planted in the
sea,' and it would obey you.” It is a strange answer. What he is telling us is you do not
need great faith for great things to happen. We need to use the faith we have. At baptism,
we received not only the seed of faith, but also a sharing in the divine life. The faith we
received grow the more we live it and exercise it. Faith is our lived relationship with
God, manifest in our living the sacraments, our prayer, our reading scripture, and our
charity.

Think about in our language how we say someone is faithful. In marriage husband and wife promise fidelity to
each other, that they are going to live their entire life based on the marriage they entered before God and

man. The marines say semper fi, which is the short form of semper fidelis, the Latin for always faithful. They
promise to be faithful to each other, the country, and to winning their battles. All they do is based on this.

As Christians we are called to be faithful to Jesus Christ and to base our whole life on fidelity to Jesus. If we
do that, we will see amazing things. But faith weakens if we do not use it, and if we do not use it, it will not
help us. Think about a man on a sinking boat, and if he knows that life vest will keep you from drowning,
knows people were saved by using life vests, understands how the vests works, and understands the physics
around a life vest, the vest is useless to him if it is not used. Faith is the same way if we do not practice it, it
will not benefit us. Faith is practice, not just knowledge. It is living in relationship with Jesus in the good
times and the bad times. It is going to mass when we feel motivated to go, and when we may be thinking we
would rather stay home. What we do manifests what we believe.

Through our fidelity, we will see great things. This month we celebrate the Rosary, a great prayer to meditate
on the life of Christ through the eyes of his mother. In 1551 there was the battle of Lepanto, in which the
Muslims were advancing and the Pope, Pius V, had was able to unite the three largest navies to defend

Europe. More importantly on that day, October 7th, the pope had instructed all Catholics to pray the rosary for
victory. The Christian forces had never won against the Muslims at sea. The beginning of the battle looked like
things were not going to go well as the lead ship appeared to be adrift and not in the battle. But the winds
changed, and that ship flanked the invading forces and other ships came along as well. There were faithful on
the shores praying the rosary along with Catholics throughout Europe. This day, the Christian forces were
victorious. The lead ship had the first copy of Our Lady of Guadalupe to reach Europe on board. In the
evening the pope had a vision that the battle was won, and he shared the good news with the people.

At Fatima, Mary said, “Pray the rosary every day to achieve peace in the world and the end of war.” Faith is
this simple do you want peace in your heart, in your home, in the world? Are your praying the rosary every
day? If not, why not. Those who believe pray, and those who pray see wonderful things happen.

The battle of Lepanto is only one time where things seemed impossible, but God triumphed. How many family
members are there that no longer practice the faith, or are suffering addictions, or other things? Do we believe
that God can intervene on their behalf through our prayers. I have heard many people say how when they
started praying or praying the rosary their life was changed, their family was changed etc. If we exercise faith,
we will see something greater than a tree moved to the sea, we will see the changing of our heart, and so many
more things.

En el matrimonio, el esposo y la esposa se
prometen fidelidad el uno al otro, que van a vivir toda su vida en base al matrimonio que contrajeron ante Dios
y los hombres. Los marinos dicen semper fi, que es la forma abreviada de semper fidelis, latin para siempre
fiel. Prometen ser fieles el uno al otro, al pais y a ganar sus batallas. Todo lo que hacen se basa en esto.

Como cristianos estamos llamados a ser fieles a Jesucristo y a basar toda nuestra vida en la fidelidad a Jesus.
Si hacemos eso, veremos cosas asombrosas. Pero la fe se debilita si no la usamos, y si no la usamos, no nos
ayudard. Piensa en un hombre en un bote que se hunde, y si sabe que el chaleco salvavidas evitard que te
ahogues, sabe que las personas se salvaron usando chalecos salvavidas, entiende como funcionan los chalecos
y entiende la fisica alrededor de un chaleco salvavidas, el chaleco es inttil a él si no se utiliza. La fe es igual si
no la practicamos, no nos beneficiara.

Es ir a misa cuando nos sentimos motivados para ir y cuando pensamos que
preferimos quedarnos en casa. Lo que hacemos manifiesta lo que creemos.

A través de nuestra fidelidad, veremos grandes cosas. Este mes celebramos el Rosario, una gran oracion para
meditar la vida de Cristo a través de los ojos de su madre. En 1551 se produjo la batalla de Lepanto, en la que
los musulmanes avanzaban y el Papa Pio V consiguiod unir las tres mayores armadas para defender Europa.
Mas importante aun, ese dia, 7 de octubre, el Papa habia instruido a todos los catdlicos a rezar el rosario por la
victoria. Las fuerzas cristianas nunca habian ganado contra los musulmanes en el mar. El comienzo de la
batalla parecia que las cosas no iban a ir bien ya que el barco lider parecia estar a la deriva y no en la batalla.

As everyday stewards, we need to continue wishing recklessly.
Ask God for anything and everything, come to Him with all
your needs. Beg Him for grace without limit.

When we hear God’s voice, it does not always say what we
want to hear. But it always speaks the perfect truth. If it tells us
of a hardship that we think we cannot bear, let us take solace in
the knowledge that we are the stewards — not the landlord.
