LETTER FROM THE PASTOR

In the Gospel this weekend Jesus tells the parable of two men in the temple area who are
praying. However, their prayers are very different. The Pharisee prays in a way that
demonstrates how good he is in comparison to others, and how well he does things. He
even goes so far as to point out how much better he is than the publican who is

praying. Meanwhile the publican is praying in a much different way, My God have
mercy on me a sinner.

While the both of them are praying, one has removed himself from the possibility of
heaven while the other has placed himself in the channel of God’s mercy. The Pharisee
has no need of God as he points out how great he is in comparison to others. In failing to
recognize his sinfulness, he fails to recognize his very need for God, and His mercy and redemption. The
publican on the other hand, enters into prayer in a much different way, acknowledging his failings and the
awesomeness of God as he implores mercy for his sins.

An unfortunate thing that happens all too often is that we compare ourselves with others. The problem is this,
we can always find someone worse than ourselves and so justify our shortcomings, or there is always someone
who appears better and so we can never become the best. Both are forms of pride manifest in different

ways. They destroy our ability to enter into true relationship with God.

When we truly pray, we enter into relationship with God. It is through prayer that we look into a mirror to see
ourselves as God sees us, we look into Truth itself. First like the publican we are able to acknowledge the
greatness of God and the fact that we are not little gods running around on this earth, we need and depend
upon God for our very existence. Through this relationship, we see our faults we see how utterly different we
are from God, and yet we see how close he is to us.

We see that God the Father loves us as a father just like he loves the Son; he loves each one of us with an
eternal love, a never ending love. It is only in relationship with God that we see who we truly are; his sons and
daughters through baptism. We do not need to look to those who appear worse to make ourselves look better;
we do not need to look to those who appear better to see that we are not the best.

In the history of the Church, whenever anyone would ask the desert Fathers how to be humble the answer was
always this, go to your dwelling and meditate upon your sins. This is always a sure way to realize our
dependence upon God. It keeps us from praying like the Pharisee, because soon enough we remember what
Jesus said that if someone is angry in their heart they are guilty of murder, and if one lusts they have already
committed adultery. We know what goes on in our heart.

Our sin becomes a barrier in which because of it we do not see ourselves as we are. We think that because of
them we do not deserve the mercy of God, we have a hard time realizing that God loves us. The truth is, that
even if we were perfect, we would not deserve the love of God, it is true love it is not earned, it is responded
to. As we see our sinfulness, we recognize what we need to confess, so as to remove from our soul those things
that keep us from living like Christ, those things that keep us from seeing ourselves as the Father sees us.

May we always be able to enter into a true relationship with God the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit through
prayer, and acknowledge the greatness of God in the mercy he shows to those who love him.

Mientras tanto, el publicano ora de una
manera muy diferente: Dios mio, ten piedad de mi, pecador.

Mientras los dos oran, uno se ha alejado de la posibilidad del cielo mientras que el otro
se ha colocado en el canal de la misericordia de Dios. El fariseo no tiene necesidad de
Dios cuando sefala cuan grande es ¢l en comparacion con los demas. Al no reconocer
sus pecados, no reconoce su misma necesidad de Dios, y su misericordia y redencion.
El publicano, por otro lado, entra en oracion de una manera muy diferente, reconociendo sus fallas y la
grandeza de Dios mientras implora misericordia por sus pecados.

Una cosa desafortunada que sucede con demasiada frecuencia es que nos comparamos con los demas. El
problema es este, siempre podemos encontrar a alguien peor que nosotros y asi justificar nuestras deficiencias,
o siempre hay alguien que parece mejor y asi nunca podemos llegar a ser los mejores. Ambas son formas de
orgullo que se manifiestan de diferentes maneras. Destruyen nuestra capacidad de entrar en una verdadera
relacion con Dios.

Cuando oramos de verdad, entramos en relacion con Dios. Es a través de la oracion que nos miramos en un
espejo para vernos como Dios nos ve, nos miramos en la Verdad misma. Primero, como el publicano, somos
capaces de reconocer la grandeza de Dios y el hecho de que no somos pequefios dioses dando vueltas por esta
tierra, necesitamos y dependemos de Dios para nuestra propia existencia. A través de esta relacion, vemos
nuestras fallas, vemos cudn completamente diferentes somos de Dios y, sin embargo, vemos cuan cerca esta El
de nosotros.

Vemos que Dios Padre nos ama como un padre ama al Hijo; nos ama a cada uno de nosotros con un amor
eterno, un amor sin fin. Es s6lo en la relacién con Dios que vemos quiénes somos verdaderamente; sus hijos e
hijas por el bautismo. No necesitamos mirar a los que parecen peores para que nosotros nos veamos mejor; no
necesitamos mirar a los que parecen mejores para ver que no somos los mejores.

En la historia de la Iglesia, siempre que alguien preguntaba a los Padres del desierto como ser humildes, la
respuesta era siempre esta, ve a tu vivienda y medita en tus pecados. Esta es siempre una forma segura de
darnos cuenta de nuestra dependencia de Dios. Nos impide orar como el fariseo, porque pronto recordamos lo
que Jesus dijo que si alguien est4 enojado en su corazon es culpable de homicidio, y si uno codicia, ya ha
cometido adulterio. Sabemos lo que pasa en nuestro corazon.

Nuestro pecado se convierte en una barrera en la que por ello no nos vemos tal como somos. Pensamos que no
merecemos la misericordia de Dios, nos cuesta darnos cuenta de que Dios nos ama. La verdad es que, aunque
fuéramos perfectos, no mereceriamos el amor de Dios, el amor verdadero no se gana, se responde. Al ver
nuestros pecados, reconocemos lo que necesitamos confesar, para quitar de nuestra alma aquellas cosas que
nos impiden vivir como Cristo, aquellas cosas que nos impiden vernos a nosotros mismos como el Padre nos
ve.

Que siempre podamos entrar en una verdadera relacion con Dios Padre, Hijo y Espiritu Santo a través de la
oracion, y reconocer la grandeza de Dios en la misericordia que muestra a los que le aman.
