LETTER FROM THE PASTOR

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

This weekend we celebrate Christ the King Sundays, it is the culmination of the Church
year, and next Sunday, we will be celebrating the first Sunday of Advent. In no way is
this to say that we skip over this celebration and look to the next year. Each liturgical
year is crowned with this celebration of Christ the King of all creation.

One thing that is synonymous with royalty and reigning is the throne. Even in simple
language when one receives the power and authority of being king or queen it is said that
they have ascended the throne. The throne is both a symbol of power and authority. The
one who sits upon the throne has both power and authority to rule.

As we celebrate this solemnity, where is the throne? The place of power and authority is not found where we
would think it would be discovered. Rather his throne was not his own, his throne is also the place of battle,
where he conquers sin and death. His throne is the cross. It is where Jesus, the Son of God incarnate, appears
most helpless and powerless. They mock him telling him to save himself. There is even a curious inscription
that says, “This is the King of the Jews”. Maybe it was done in jest or as a mockery to say even your king is
killed. But what it says is true and more because Jesus is King of all creation.

His power and authority are made manifest as he reigns from the cross in the dialogue with the two thieves. If
you look at the crucifixion and the two thieves, we are not much different than they are. Sure, they knew their
death was imminent. Just like them we have stolen from God, we have not given God his due, we have sinned,
and as St. Paul reminds us, the wages of sin are death. And there appears to be nothing we can do about it.

Look at the first thief, what does he say? “Are you not the Christ? Save yourself and us.” He has no desire to
serve Jesus as the Christ. All he wants is something for himself. He wants Jesus to save himself only so that he
can be saved from the death he is facing. It is purely selfish. He passes on to his death without acknowledging
Jesus. All he wants to do is tell the king what to do. Kingdoms do not work that way. We don’t want to pass
through this life failing to see Jesus as Lord, God, and King of the Universe.

Now look at the Good Thief there is a great beauty to what he says in response the first thief. First, he
acknowledges that they are both guilty, and have been condemned justly. It is a confession! Then on top of
confession his sins he makes a profession of faith in Jesus. He asks Jesus to remember him when he comes into
his kingdom. He acknowledges Jesus as King, and he must be looking beyond death as it rapidly approached
for each of them. Immediately, Jesus exercises his authority, saying this day you will be with me in Paradise, it
also reveals his power that he will not be kept down by the cross.

Ironically, the most hideous form of death is now mocked by life itself, Jesus Christ the Son of the Living
God. He dies on the cross and destroys sin and death. He redeems us from our sin, so that we can live in the
freedom of the Children of God. The path to paradise and happiness on this earth is through loving and serving
Jesus Christ, the King of the Universe.

As we sit here, we each need to decide are we going to acknowledge Christ as King and ruler of our life and
serve him in love, or are we going to jeer at him and complain about our life situations and tell him we will
only believe if... ?

Queridos Hermanos y Hermanas en Cristo,

Este fin de semana celebramos el Domingo de Cristo Rey, es la culminacion del afo de la
Iglesia, y el proximo domingo estaremos celebrando el primer domingo de Adviento. De
ninguna manera esto quiere decir que nos saltemos esta celebracion y miremos hacia el
proximo afio. Cada afio litirgico se corona con esta celebracion de Cristo Rey de toda la
creacion.

Una cosa que es sindnimo de realeza y reinado es el trono. Incluso en un lenguaje sencillo,
cuando uno recibe el poder y la autoridad de ser rey o reina, se dice que ha ascendido al
trono. El trono es tanto un simbolo de poder como de autoridad. El que se sienta en el
trono tiene poder y autoridad para gobernar.

Mientras celebramos esta solemnidad, ;donde esta el trono? El lugar del poder y la autoridad no se encuentra don-
de pensariamos que se encontraria. Mas bien su trono no era suyo, su trono es también el lugar de la batalla, donde
vence el pecado y la muerte. Su trono es la cruz. Es donde Jesus, el Hijo de Dios encarnado, aparece mas desvalido
e impotente. Se burlan de ¢l diciéndole que se salve. Incluso hay una curiosa inscripcion que dice: “Este es el Rey
de los judios”. Tal vez se hizo en broma o como una burla para decir que incluso tu rey fue asesinado. Pero lo que
dice es cierto y mas porque Jesus es Rey de toda la creacion.

Su poder y autoridad se manifiestan cuando reina desde la cruz en el didlogo con los dos ladrones. Si miras la cru-
cifixion y los dos ladrones, no somos muy diferentes a ellos. Claro, sabian que su muerte era inminente. Al igual
que ellos, le hemos robado a Dios, no le hemos dado a Dios lo que le corresponde, hemos pecado y, como nos re-
cuerda San Pablo, la paga del pecado es la muerte. Y parece que no hay nada que podamos hacer al respecto.

Mira el primer ladron, ;qué dice? “;No eres tl el Cristo? Salvate a ti mismo y a nosotros”. No tiene ningun deseo
de servir a Jestis como el Cristo. Todo lo que quiere es algo para si mismo. Quiere que Jesus se salve a si mismo
solo para poder salvarse de la muerte a la que se enfrenta. Es egoista. Pasa a la muerte sin reconocer a Jests. Todo
lo que quiere hacer es decirle al rey qué hacer. Los reinos no funcionan de esa manera. No queremos pasar por esta
vida sin ver a Jesus como Sefior, Dios y Rey del Universo.

Ahora miren al Buen Ladréon hay una gran belleza en lo que dice en respuesta al primer ladron. Primero, reconoce
que ambos son culpables y que han sido condenados con justicia. jEs una confesion! Luego, ademas de la confe-
sion de sus pecados, hace una profesion de fe en Jesus. Le pide a Jesus que se acuerde de ¢l cuando venga a su
reino. Reconoce a Jesus como Rey, y debe estar mirando mas alla de la muerte que se acerca rapidamente para cada
uno de ellos. Inmediatamente, Jesus ejerce su autoridad, diciendo que hoy estards conmigo en el Paraiso, también
revela su poder de que no sera retenido por la cruz.

Ironicamente, la forma mas espantosa de muerte ahora es burlada por la vida misma, Jesucristo, el Hijo del Dios
viviente. Muere en la cruz y destruye el pecado y la muerte. El nos redime de nuestro pecado, para que podamos
vivir en la libertad de los Hijos de Dios. El camino al paraiso y la felicidad en esta tierra es amar y servir a Jesucris-
to, el Rey del Universo.

Is Christ King in Our Hearts?

When you think of a king, who is the first person to
pops into your head? It may depend on how much
history you know, or which historical period intrigues
you the most. As Americans, the first person we
might think of is King George I, whose reign has
become synonymous in our national lore with the
concept of tyranny.

We don’t have much familiarity with kingship in
modern American society. Kings tend to make us
uneasy. Presidents, on the other hand — we can
handle those, because we know we are a president’s
boss. No matter how much power he has, we are the
electorate. We are the source of that power. We're
comfortable with this arrangement.

But with kings it is profoundly different. Traditionally,
the king derives his power from God. His rule bridges
humanity with the divine.

We should reflect carefully on whether or not we
have made Jesus Christ king in our hearts, or
whether we regard him as a president. The
difference isn’t just one of titles, it’'s one of roles.
Subjects do not demand anything of a king. They

beseech. They entreat. They submit, and they accept.

Do we demand of Christ, or do we beseech? Do we
tolerate God’s edicts with grumbling, or do we
embrace His word as the means of our reconciliation
with Him?

The “good thief” treated Christ as a king. His
counterpart treated him as a president. And it's
worth remembering that Jesus Christ is not the
President of the Universe.
