LETTER FROM THE PASTOR

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

Merry Christmas! What a great joy it is to celebrate the birth of our Lord, Jesus

Christ! Do you ever stop and think what did that manger scene look like? Or how about
this, what did Jesus look like? Was there a glow around him that signaled this child is
the Son of God? No, remember the sign the shepherds were given by the angels, you will
find an infant wrapped in swaddling clothes lying in a manger. The only thing out of the
ordinary is he is lying in a manger. When they came to see the Christ child, did they see
his divinity. Not directly. He is Christ and Lord. He is God incarnate. The invisible God
makes himself visible to us by taking on our nature. Do you ever stop and think that God
has taken on a face, the face of Jesus. But why did he do this?

We know that he came to our rescue to free us from sin and death, and not just that. He has greater plans for
us. St. Athanasius said, “God became man so that we might become God.” He wants to share his own divine
life with us, each one of us. In each Mass there is a beautiful prayer said when the water is mixed with the
wine, “By the mystery of this water and wine may we come to share in the divinity of Christ who humbled
himself to share in our humanity.” What a great gift that God has shared in our nature, and he wants us to share
in his nature!

At each Mass when we approach the sacrament properly disposed, he shares his divine life with us in the great
gift that he left us, his presence in the Eucharist. Ponder this, at his birth divinity was veiled by humanity, he
looked like any other baby boy, and for that matter it was clear that those who did not know that he was like
everyone else. But he wasn’t he was true God and true man. In the Eucharist, Jesus veils his humanity under
the appearances of bread and wine. What once was bread becomes the Eucharist and veils Christ’s humanity
and divinity.

Jesus gives himself to us as heavenly food. In this he shares the entirety of himself with us, such that we share
in his divine nature, and he lives and loves in us. He himself makes it possible for us to love like him, live in
the peace he came to bring, and to know the eternal joys of heaven through our sharing in the Eucharistic
banquet.

Do you ever stop and think that as we behold the Eucharist, we are seeing in a veiled manner the very same
God that was born 2000 years ago in Bethlehem and seen by Mary, Joseph, the Shepherds, the Magi and
everyone else. And they all saw the same God veiled by his humanity.

Look again to the sign given to the shepherds, you will find him in a manger. His very birth signaled that he
would be giving himself as heavenly food. Look, he was born and placed in a manger the very place where the
food was placed for the animals. Or, think about a nice Italian meal, and just before eating someone says,
Mangia, Eat! What a great gift the Lord has given to us, his very self.

As we celebrate his birthday, what are we going to give to him? Let us give him our sins and claim him as our
God and Savior, let us give him our time, in prayer, let us give him our love, and let us receive him with pure
hearts longing to encounter the one who first loved us.
