LETTER FROM THE PASTOR

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

In the Gospel St. Luke gives us some beautiful words that both indicate the source of the
information in the Gospel and give us direction in our life with Christ. He says, “And Mary
kept all these things, reflecting on them in her heart.” (Lk 2:19) The first thing that we note
is that he describes something that the Blessed Virgin is doing, that can only be known by
her revealing it to someone, her inner thoughts and meditations. The Church has held that
the source for the infancy narrative in the Gospel of Luke as Mary herself, this is further
reinforced by Pope John Paul II in his Wednesday audience of January 28, 1987. This also
means that more than just her inner thoughts she shares the events that took place from the
visit of the angel going forward.

The next thing that she reveals to us is the necessity to reflect upon the Gospel, upon these holy mysteries. Look at
the Gospel for this day. Today’s passage is right after the angels tell the shepherds, “...today in the city of David a
savior has been born for you who is Messiah and Lord. And this will be a sign for you: you will find an infant
wrapped in swaddling clothes and lying in a manger.” (Lk 2:11-12) The shepherds go to Bethlehem and there they
find the child wrapped in swaddling clothes lying in a manger, and they now know as the angels said that this child
is savior, Messiah, and Lord (God). They knew he was God because of the message of the angels, and they found
things just as they had said they would be. They are full of joy and share their own joy and amazement with all who
will listen.

Can you imagine Mary meditating on all that has taken place up to this point. The angel Gabriel visited her, she
said yes to being the Mother of God, the person of the Son of God who is eternal, takes on flesh in the womb of the
Virgin Mary by the power of the Holy Spirit, the third person of the blessed Trinity, in this moment God enters
history, he enters his creation. There is this continuing unfolding of the revelation of Emmanuel, God with us. The
Son of God does not become a different or another person in the incarnation, he is always the eternal Son of the
Father. Now he takes on our nature. The person Mary gives birth to is the Son of God who now takes on our nature
and is true God and true man two perfect natures in one divine person. She knew and was told her son is the Son of
the Most High. And she pondered this mystery in her heart, and that same mystery she pondered as the shepherds
spoke of her newborn son and the message of the angels.

There is much for us to ponder in just this short passage of scripture. More than we can unravel in our lifetime or in
all of time. We must also reflect on the mystery of Mary Mother of God. What do we mean by this? Well first and
foremost, in no way do we mean that she is the source of divinity or that she is the source of God’s being. No, God
is, he is being itself. What does it mean to call Mary Mother of God? In Greek she is called God Bearer, theotokos,
because she bore the Son of God in her womb. Because the Son of God is a single person, when he takes on our
nature he can be born like other children with a human nature. The Son of God takes on our flesh and lives our life
by sharing perfectly in our human nature. According to his human nature he is born of the Virgin, and because he is
God, we call Mary mother of God, since God chose her to be the Mother of God and she said yes to the plan of
God.

This same Son of God born of the Virgin will go to the cross and die...and then on the third day rise from the dead
victoriously conquering sin and death. In the end he who is the eternal Son of the Father opens to us a new way of
being as children of God. As St. Paul says in the second reading, “God sent his Son, born of a woman, born under
the law, to ransom those under the law, so that we might receive adoption as sons.” (Gal 4:4-5) Through Jesus, we
are made sons and daughters of God. Jesus restores us to relationship with the Father. Reflect on this, we are no
longer slaves but children of God.

CARTA DEL PARROCO

Queridos Hermanos y Hermanas en Cristo,

En el Evangelio, San Lucas nos da algunas palabras hermosas que indican la fuente de
informacion del Evangelio y nos dan direccion en nuestra vida con Cristo. El dice: “Y
Maria guardaba todas estas cosas, meditandolas en su corazon”. (Lc 2,19) Lo primero que
notamos es que describe algo que la Santisima Virgen esta haciendo, que s6lo puede ser
conocido revelandolo a alguien, sus pensamientos y meditaciones interiores. La Iglesia ha
sostenido que la fuente de la narracion de la infancia en el Evangelio de Lucas es Maria
misma, esto lo refuerza aun mas el Papa Juan Pablo II en su audiencia del miércoles 28 de
enero de 1987. Esto también significa que mas que sus pensamientos internos ella
comparte los eventos que tuvieron lugar desde la visita del angel.

Lo siguiente que nos revela es la necesidad de reflexionar sobre el Evangelio, sobre estos santos misterios. Mira el
Evangelio de hoy. El pasaje de hoy es justo después de que los angeles les dicen a los pastores: “...hoy en la ciudad
de David les ha nacido un salvador que es Mesias y Sefior. Y esto os servira de sefial: encontraréis a un nifio
envuelto en pafiales y acostado en un pesebre”. (Lc 2,11-12) Los pastores van a Belén y alli encuentran al nifio
envuelto en pafiales acostado en un pesebre, y ahora saben como dijeron los dngeles que este nifio es salvador,
Mesias, y Senor (Dios). Sabian que ¢l era Dios por el mensaje de los angeles, y encontraron las cosas tal como
habian dicho que serian. Estan llenos de alegria y comparten su propia alegria y asombro con todos los que los
escuchen.

[ Te imaginas a Maria meditando sobre todo lo que ha sucedido hasta este punto? El dngel Gabriel la visito, ella
dijo si a ser Madre de Dios, la persona del Hijo de Dios que es eterno, se hizo carne en el seno de la Virgen Maria
por obra del Espiritu Santo, tercera persona del Santisima Trinidad, en este momento Dios entra en la historia, entra
en su creacion. Existe este desarrollo continuo de la revelacion de Emmanuel, Dios con nosotros. El Hijo de Dios
no se convierte en otra persona en la encarnacion, es siempre el Hijo eterno del Padre. Ahora asume nuestra
naturaleza. La persona que Maria da a luz es el Hijo de Dios que ahora toma nuestra naturaleza y es verdadero Dios
y verdadero hombre dos naturalezas perfectas en una sola persona divina. Ella supo y le dijeron que su hijo es el
Hijo del Altisimo. Y reflexionaba sobre este misterio en su corazon, y reflexionaba sobre ese mismo misterio
mientras los pastores hablaban de su hijo recién nacido y del mensaje de los dngeles.

Hay mucho para que reflexionemos en este breve pasaje de las Escrituras. Mas de lo que podemos desentrafiar en
nuestra vida o en todo el tiempo. También debemos reflexionar sobre el misterio de Maria Madre de Dios. ;Qué
queremos decir con esto? Bueno, ante todo, de ninguna manera queremos decir que ella es la fuente de la divinidad
o que ella es la fuente del ser de Dios. No, Dios es, es el ser mismo. ;Qué significa llamar a Maria Madre de Dios?
En griego se la llama Portadora de Dios, theotokos, porque llevo al Hijo de Dios en su vientre. Porque el Hijo de
Dios es una sola persona, cuando toma nuestra naturaleza puede nacer como otros nifios con naturaleza humana. El
Hijo de Dios toma nuestra carne y vive nuestra vida compartiendo perfectamente nuestra naturaleza humana. Segin
su naturaleza humana nace de la Virgen, y por ser Dios, llamamos a Maria madre de Dios, ya que Dios la eligio
para ser Madre de Dios y ella dijo si al plan de Dios.

Este mismo Hijo de Dios nacido de la Virgen ird a la cruz y morira... y luego al tercer dia resucitara de entre los
muertos venciendo victoriosamente al pecado y a la muerte. Al final, quien es el Hijo eterno del Padre, nos abre
una nueva manera de ser hijos de Dios. Como dice San Pablo en la segunda lectura, “Dios envi6 a su Hijo, nacido
de mujer, nacido bajo la ley, para rescatar a los que estaban bajo la ley, a fin de que recibiéramos la adopcion de
hijos”. (Galatas 4:4-5) Por medio de Jests somos hechos hijos e hijas de Dios. Jesus nos restaura a la relacion con
el Padre. Reflexiona sobre esto, ya no somos esclavos sino hijos de Dios.
