Dear Brother and Sisters in Christ,

The first Sunday of Lent presents many images that are all tied together
in an ancient icon. The icon of the Resurrection captures both the fall
and the defeat of the fall the disobedience of Adam and Eve, and the
obedience of Jesus, the true Son of God. The icon has Christ at the cen-
ter with a light telling you that he is divine, it is the light of God. He the
new Adam stands on the gates of sin and death as he has destroyed them,
and many times underneath them is a shadowy figure chained up repre-
senting both death itself and Satan. Jesus reaches down to pull both
Adam and Eve from the tomb anticipating the resurrection of the body
and freeing them from that first sin.

The first thing that we see in the icon and the readings this weekend is what St. Paul says
so plainly, “For if, by the transgression of the one, death came to reign through that one, how
much more will those who receive the abundance of grace and of the gift of justification come to
reign in life through the one Jesus Christ.” Adam through his disobedience brought sin and death
upon the human race. For this reason, both Adam and Eve were dead in the tomb because of their
sin.

What happened? They were tempted and gave in to the temptation. Temptation itself is not
a sin. Temptation becomes sin when we consent, when we act on the temptation, i.e., Satan tempts
Adam and Eve, Satan even mixes some truths his lies, but he fundamentally sows doubt and
confusion. If they would have walked away from the tree, there would have been no sin. But they
ate the fruit.

Jesus is the new Adam; he lives in right relationship with the Father. Remember these two
things, Jesus is fully God and fully man, not half and half. He has both a divine will and a human
will. His human will is perfectly united to the divine will in that He always wills to do what the
Father wills. Jesus is perfectly obedient to the Father. Even when Satan comes to tempt him, he
does not misuse his will to choose things other than what the Father wants. Satan’s temptations
are the usual power, pleasure, fame. Jesus says no, no, no! St. Paul says, “For just as through the
disobedience of the one man the many were made sinners, so, through the obedience of the one,
the many will be made righteous.”

We also learn from Jesus that sin is not an essential part of being human. All too often
people think and say things like you have to sin as a human it's not possible to not sin. Well,
remember Jesus never sinned, and Mary, who is only human, the most perfect human, never
sinned. She always did what God wanted, even when difficult.

One of the great keys to holiness is obedience. It is a word that we do not like. Many
times, we want to do what we want, what we think is good, who is this to tell me what I should do
or not do? If it is God, then for our own best interest we should obey. What does this mean? To
obey is to hear and to do. In the end it is uniting our will to God’s will, meaning we want what
God wants knowing that is going to be what makes us most happy. Of course, we can find the
basic things God asks for us in the scriptures, and the teachings of the Church.

We also have to train our wills to follow the will of God because every sin every giving
into temptation trains us to sin and weakens our will. However, our Lenten practices of prayer,
fasting, and almsgiving, help to retrain our will to do the good.

Finally, if we want to unite our will to God’s will we need to give it to him. St. Ignatius of
Loyola has a great prayer in the suscipe, “Take Lord, and receive all my liberty, my memory, my
understanding, and my entire will, all that I have and possess. Thou hast given all to me. To Thee,
O lord, I return it. All is Thine, dispose of it wholly according to Thy will. Give me Thy love and
thy grace, for this is sufficient for me.”

This Lent can be a new opportunity to better follow God’s will in our life and more closely
unite our will to his and live more fully as his daughters and sons.

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Queridos Hermanos y Hermanas en Cristo,

El primer domingo de Cuaresma presenta muchas imagenes que se unen en un antiguo
icono. El icono de la Resurreccion capta tanto la caida como la derrota de la caida: la
desobediencia de Adan y Eva, y la obediencia de Jesus, el verdadero Hijo de Dios. El
icono tiene a Cristo en el centro con una luz que te dice que es divino, es la luz de Dios.
El el nuevo Adan, esta de pie sobre las puertas del pecado y de la muerte, ya que las ha
destruido, y muchas veces debajo de ellas hay una figura sombria encadenada que repre-
senta tanto a la propia muerte como a Satanas. Jesus baja para sacar a Adan y Eva de la
tumba, anticipando la resurreccion del cuerpo y liberandolos del primer pecado.

Lo primero que vemos en el icono y en las lecturas de este fin de semana es lo que San
Pablo dice tan claramente: "Porque si, por la transgresion de uno, vino a reinar la muerte por medio de
aquél, cuanto mas los que reciben la abundancia de la gracia y del don de la justificacion vendran a
reinar en la vida por medio de Jesucristo tnico." Adan, por su desobediencia, trajo el pecado y la
muerte a la raza humana. Por esta razon, tanto Adan como Eva estaban muertos en la tumba a causa de
su pecado.

(Qué sucedio? Fueron tentados y cedieron a la tentacion. La tentacion en si no es pecado. La
tentacion se convierte en pecado cuando consentimos, cuando actuamos segun la tentacion, es decir,
Satands tienta a Adan y Eva, Satanés incluso mezcla algunas verdades sus mentiras, pero fundamental-
mente siembra la duda y la confusion. Si se hubieran alejado del arbol, no habria habido pecado. Pero
comieron del fruto.

Jesus es el nuevo Adan; vive en relacion correcta con el Padre. Recuerda estas dos cosas: Jesus
es plenamente Dios y plenamente hombre, no mitad y mitad. Tiene voluntad divina y voluntad humana.
Su voluntad humana esta perfectamente unida a la voluntad divina en que El siempre quiere hacer lo
que el Padre quiere. Jesus es perfectamente obediente al Padre. Incluso cuando Satanas viene a tentarlo,
no hace mal uso de su voluntad para elegir cosas distintas de lo que quiere el Padre. Las tentaciones de
Satands son las habituales: poder, placer, fama. Jesus dice jno, no, no! San Pablo dice: "Porque asi
como por la desobediencia de un solo hombre los muchos fueron constituidos pecadores, asi también,
por la obediencia de uno solo, los muchos seran constituidos justos."

También aprendemos de Jesus que el pecado no es una parte esencial del ser humano. Demasia-
do a menudo la gente piensa y dice cosas como que tienes que pecar como humano no es posible no
pecar. Bueno, recuerden que Jestis nunca peco, y Maria, que es s6lo humana, la humana mas perfecta,
nunca peco. Ella siempre hizo lo que Dios queria, incluso cuando era dificil.

Una de las grandes claves de la santidad es la obediencia. Es una palabra que no nos gusta.
Muchas veces queremos hacer lo que queremos, lo que nos parece bien, ;quién es éste para decirme lo
que debo o no debo hacer? Si es Dios, entonces por nuestro propio bien debemos obedecer. ;Qué signi-
fica esto? Obedecer es escuchar y hacer. Al final es unir nuestra voluntad a la voluntad de Dios, es
decir, queremos lo que Dios quiere sabiendo que va a ser lo que nos haga mas felices. Por supuesto,
podemos encontrar las cosas basicas que Dios nos pide en las Escrituras y en las ensefianzas de la
Iglesia.

También tenemos que entrenar nuestra voluntad para seguir la voluntad de Dios porque cada
pecado cada ceder a la tentacion nos entrena para pecar y debilita nuestra voluntad. Sin embargo,
nuestras practicas cuaresmales de oracion, ayuno y limosna, ayudan a reeducar nuestra voluntad para
hacer el bien.

Por ultimo, si queremos unir nuestra voluntad a la de Dios, tenemos que entregarsela. San Igna-
cio de Loyola tiene una gran oracion en el suscipe: "Toma Sefior, y recibe toda mi libertad, mi memo-
ria, mi entendimiento, y toda mi voluntad, todo lo que tengo y poseo. Tt me lo has dado todo. A Ti,
Sefior, te lo devuelvo. Todo es Tuyo, dispon de ello enteramente segin Tu voluntad. Dame tu amor y tu
gracia, porque esto me basta".

Esta Cuaresma puede ser una nueva oportunidad para seguir mejor la voluntad de Dios en
nuestra vida y unir mas estrechamente nuestra voluntad a la suya y vivir mas plenamente como hijas e
hijos suyos.
