Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

This weekend we celebrate the Feast of Pentecost. It is a celebration of the

birth of the Church and the outpouring of the Holy Spirit. We live in the age

of the Church which was initiated at Pentecost. This feast calls us to meditate
on the Holy Spirit, the Church, and the mission of the Church.

The Holy Spirit is the very love of God personified. Next week we will cele-
brate Trinity Sunday, at the core of our faith is the belief in the one triune
God, one God, three distinct persons. The Holy Spirit is the third person of the
Most Holy Trinity. It is this same Holy Spirit that is poured out on the Church
and invigorates the apostles in their mission. It is the Holy Spirit who keeps us close to Christ, who
leads and guides the Church and each one of us. The Holy Spirit dwells in those baptized who live in
the state of grace, i.e., they have not committed mortal sin.

On this day we celebrate the birth of the Church, the spotless Bride of Christ. The Church is a divine
institution, as such it is perfect even though her members fall short of perfection, it is the vehicle of
salvation, it is guided by the Holy Spirit. The Church provides the means of salvation, the sacra-
ments. Through the sacraments God communicates his grace to us as the means of our salvation.

With the birth of the Church a new age began, the age of the Church. The Church continues the mis-
sion of Jesus, proclaiming the Gospel, and forgiving sins. In the Gospel we see that the very first
thing Jesus says after saying,” Receive the Holy Spirit” is “Whose sins you forgive are forgiven
them, and whose sins you retain are retained.” God’s grace is available to us in the Church, but we
have to use it.

I once heard the story of a couple from Europe who wanted to come to the United States back in the
time when the only way to cross the Atlantic was in a ship. This couple saved and saved and saved
until they had enough to buy a ticket. They bought their tickets and made preparations to move. The
day finally arrived, and they set out to a new land. They had a simple cabin on the ship. Every day at
mealtime they would go to their cabin and eat the crackers they had brought for the journey. Until
one day the captain saw them and asked as to why they did not eat with everyone else. They replied
that they were poor and could not afford the meals, so they had brought crackers to eat on the jour-
ney. Then the captain informed them to their surprise that the meals were included with the ticket
they bought.

God’s grace is there for us in the Church, but we have to frequent the sacraments, otherwise we will
not receive their benefit. Heaven is our home and our goal, and we will not make it there with earthly
things or earthly ways. We need heavenly aid. That is what God gives us in the Church. He gives us
all we need in the Church; it is the ship that carries us through this life to the next. But we have to
make use of the means that he gives us to get there.

It is a good time for us to ask if we are living on the crackers of this world, or if we are using the su-
pernatural graces and gifts that God gives us for our salvation? And how will we make use of these
gifts going forward?

But these gifts and graces are not just for us, they are for the world. As members of the Church, we
are called to live the life of grace, a life in union with God, a life that proclaims the good things that
God wants to share with everyone through the gift of the Church. The Church is for everyone and
offers to everyone God’s abundant graces through the sacramental life.
