Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

This weekend we celebrate Trinity Sunday it is the first Sunday in Ordinary
Time after the Easter Season. It is a gift to believe in the Triune God. If you
look to the Athenians, St. Paul at the Areopagus pointed out that they had an
altar inscribed, “To an Unknown God” (Acts 17), which indicated that they

o knew there was one God, but they did not know God. Philosophy had led
them to the knowledge that there is only one God, but philosophy will not re-
veal who God is.

To know God comes from God’s revelation to us, namely in the person of the
Son who became incarnate and revealed God to humanity. It is only through Jesus that we can know
the Trinity. Jesus, the Son of God, the second person of the Trinity, reveals the Father and the Holy
Spirit to us, thus revealing the Triune nature of God. It is faith that enables us to believe in the God
as Father, Son, and Holy Spirit. It is a supernatural faith which is a gift from God.

What does this mean for us? First, we must look at the Trinity in as much as we can. There is one
God in three persons, Father, Son, and Holy Spirit. God is a community of persons. We must say that
each person is distinct from the other persons, i.e. The Father is not the Son or the Holy Spirit, The
Son is not the Father or the Holy Spirit, and The Holy Spirit is not the Father or the Son. All three
persons are equal in divinity, the Father is God, The Son is God, and the Holy Spirit is God. God is
one nature three persons. In other words, one “what” God, and three persons, who(s) Father, Son,
Holy Spirit. How God can be three persons in one God is beyond our understanding. Even St. Au-
gustine said we call them persons because we do not know what else to call them.

God in his essence is love. St. John says, God is Love. Look at the Gospel todays, it is John 3:16,
“God so loved the world that he gave his only Son, so that everyone who believes in him might not
perish but might have eternal life.” God loves us more than we know. He created us. Unfortunately,
we have sinned, we have gone against his love, and he shows mercy, he comes to our rescue. The
Son is sent to redeem us, and the Son sends the Holy Spirit to guard us in the love of God.

Look at the world we live in! Do people really know the Love of God? Do you know the love of
God? Do we realize that everyone is made in the image and likeness of God. As baptized, when we
live in the state of grace, i.e., no mortal sin, God dwells in us, loves in us, leads us and guides

us. Also, as Christians, we are called to love everyone as Christ to see Christ in everyone even if they
do not live like another Christ.

If we want to change the world, the first place to start is our self, to change our heart, to make it a
true dwelling of the living God. It starts with belief in Christ. It means living what we pro-

fess. Professed belief without actions is nothing more than good ideas. They need to be put into prac-
tice. The practice of faith is the use of the sacraments, and our prayer. Think about how we can talk
with all three persons of the Trinity together, or we can pray to each one individually. Prayer is our
relationship with God. It is that ongoing conversation between the lover, God, and the beloved,

us. He is faithful always to us, and all he asks is that we be faithful to him.

Spend some time talking with God and marveling in the great mystery of the Trinity and how blessed
we are to know God, Father, Son, and Holy Spirit. Let him know what is on your heart, and tell him
how much you love him.

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Queridos Hermanos y Hermanas en Cristo,

Este fin de semana celebramos el Domingo de la Trinidad, el primer domingo del
tiempo ordinario después del tiempo pascual. Es un don creer en el Dios Trino. Si nos
fijamos en los atenienses, San Pablo sefald en el Aredpago que tenian un altar con la
inscripcion "A un Dios desconocido" (Hechos 17), lo que indicaba que sabian que
habia un Dios, pero no conocian a Dios. La filosofia les habia llevado al conocimiento
de que so6lo hay un Dios, pero la filosofia no les revelard quién es Dios.

Conocer a Dios viene de la revelacion de Dios a nosotros, es decir, en la persona del
Hijo que se encarné y revel6 a Dios a la humanidad. Sélo a través de Jesus podemos conocer la Trini-
dad. Jesus, el Hijo de Dios, la segunda persona de la Trinidad, nos revela al Padre y al Espiritu Santo,
revelando asi la naturaleza trinitaria de Dios. Es la fe la que nos permite creer en Dios como Padre,
Hijo y Espiritu Santo. Es una fe sobrenatural que es un don de Dios.

(Qué significa esto para nosotros? En primer lugar, debemos considerar la Trinidad en todo lo que po-
damos. Hay un Dios en tres personas, Padre, Hijo y Espiritu Santo. Dios es una comunidad de per-
sonas. Debemos decir que cada persona es distinta de las otras personas, es decir, El Padre no es el Hi-
jo ni el Espiritu Santo, El Hijo no es el Padre ni el Espiritu Santo, y El Espiritu Santo no es el Padre ni
el Hijo. Las tres personas son iguales en divinidad, el Padre es Dios, el Hijo es Dios y el Espiritu Santo
es Dios. Dios es una naturaleza tres personas. En otras palabras, un "qué" Dios, y tres personas, Padre,
Hijo, Espiritu Santo. Cémo Dios puede ser tres personas en un solo Dios estd més all4d de nuestra com-
prension. Incluso San Agustin dijo que las llamamos personas porque no sabemos como llamarlas.

Dios en su esencia es amor. San Juan dice que Dios es Amor. Mira el Evangelio de hoy, es Juan 3:16,
"Tanto am¢6 Dios al mundo que dio a su Hijo unico, para que todo el que crea en €l no perezca, sino
que tenga vida eterna." Dios nos ama mas de lo que creemos. El nos cre6. Por desgracia, hemos pe-
cado, hemos ido en contra de su amor, y €l muestra misericordia, viene en nuestro rescate. El Hijo es
enviado para redimirnos, y el Hijo envia al Espiritu Santo para guardarnos en el amor de Dios.

iMira al mundo en que vivimos! ;La gente realmente conoce el Amor de Dios? ;Conoces tu el amor
de Dios? ;Nos damos cuenta de que todos estamos hechos a imagen y semejanza de Dios? Como
bautizados, cuando vivimos en estado de gracia, es decir, sin pecado mortal, Dios habita en nosotros,
ama en nosotros, nos conduce y nos guia. Ademads, como cristianos, estamos llamados a amar a todos
como a Cristo, a ver a Cristo en todos aunque no vivan como otro Cristo.

Si queremos cambiar el mundo, el primer lugar para empezar es en nosotros mismos, para cambiar
nuestro corazon, para convertirlo en una verdadera morada del Dios vivo. Empieza por creer en Cristo.
Significa vivir lo que profesamos. Las creencias profesadas sin acciones no son mas que buenas ideas.
Hay que ponerlas en practica. La practica de la fe es el uso de los sacramentos, y nuestra oracion.

Santisima Trinidad

Misterio y Unidad
Como catdlica, la doctri-
na de la Santisima Trini-
dad es una de las ense-
nanzas fundamentales
que da forma a mi com-
prension de Dios. En el
centro de esta doctrina esta el reconocimiento de que Dios
existe eternamente en tres personas: el Padre, el Hijo y el
Espiritu Santo. Esta unidad de la Deidad es algo que no
podemos comprender completamente con nuestras mentes
humanas finitas, pero es un misterio que debemos aceptar
y abrazar como esencial para nuestra fe.

Holy Trinity

Mystery and Unity

As a Catholic, the doctrine of the Holy Trinity is one
of the foundational teachings that shapes my un-
derstanding of God. At the core of this doctrine is
the recognition that God exists eternally in three
persons: the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit.
This unity of the Godhead is something that we can-
not fully comprehend with our finite human minds,
but it is a mystery that we must accept and em-
brace as essential to our faith.

One of the most striking aspects of the Holy Trinity
is the unity that exists between the Father, the Son,
and the Holy Spirit. Despite being distinct persons,
they are united in their nature and purpose. This
unity is not something that is forced or artificial, but
rather it flows naturally from the perfect love that
exists within the Godhead.

As Catholics, we are called to reflect this same unity
in our own lives. Just as the Father, the Son, and
the Holy Spirit are united in love, we are called to
love one another and to work together in unity for
the sake of the Gospel. This means setting aside
our own individual interests and desires in order to
serve the greater good of the Church and the world.

Living in Communion with the Triune God

The implications of the Trinity for our Christian faith
and life are manifold and significant. First and fore-
most, the Trinity reveals that God is a God of rela-
tionship, love, and community. The Father, the Son,
and the Holy Spirit are distinct persons who share
the same divine essence, united in an eternal bond
of love and mutual self-giving. This means that God
is not a solitary being or a distant deity but a per-
sonal and relational God who invites us to enter
into a loving communion with Him.

Moreover, the Trinity reveals that we are created in
the image and likeness of God, as beings who are
meant to live in relationships of love and commun-
ion with others. We are called to imitate the triune
God by loving one another as He has loved us, by
sharing our lives and resources with those in need,
by forgiving one another as we have been forgiven,
and by building communities of faith, hope, and
charity.

Also remember that our salvation is a gift of God’s
love and grace, not something we can earn or de-
serve by our own merits. The Father sent His only
Son, Jesus Christ, to redeem us from sin and death
and to reconcile us with Him. The Son, by His death
and resurrection, made it possible for us to share in
His divine life and to become children of God. The
Holy Spirit, poured out on us in Baptism and Confir-
mation, empowers us to live as faithful disciples of
Christ and to bear witness to His gospel in the
world.
