Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

In the first reading this Sunday, God has some very strong words for the priests
through the prophet Malachai. In the history of the Israelite people, they have
just returned from exile back to Jerusalem. However, they did not return to the
proper worship of God. On top of this, they were sacrificing to God their blind,
lame and sick animals instead of their best ones. Look at what he says, “When
you offer a lame or sick animal, is there no wrong in that? Present it to your
governor! Will he be pleased with you—or show you favor?” (Mal 1:8) God
makes the priest’s blessing a curse, he says the priests have failed to instruct,
and are partial in their judgements. When you hear how hard God is on the priests, does it not in some
way make you want to say, thank God I’m not a priest.

But not so fast! In reality, both the priests and the people were involved in the poor worship of
God. Afterall, the priests accepted the lousy offerings brought for sacrifice by the people. They did not
challenge the people to serve God better.

There is another reality as well, for all of us baptized, we share in the universal priesthood of all be-
lievers. Look at the anointing after baptism, “Almighty God, the father of our Lord Jesus Christ, has
freed you from sin, giving you a new birth by water and the Holy Spirit, and joined you to his peo-
ple. He now anoints you with the Chrism of salvation, so that you may remain as a member of Christ,
Priest, Prophet, and King, unto eternal life.”

By baptism we all share in the universal priesthood of Jesus Christ. Priests offer sacrifice, we all come
to the mass to offer ourselves to God, with Jesus Christ. Obviously, we also need ordained priests to
“nourish the Church with the word and grace of God in the name of Christ.” (Cf. CCC 1119) Our bap-
tismal vocation / calling is to be holy and make the world holy. This is the great call God has for each
one of us.

Vatican Il says the following regarding the two priesthoods, “Though they differ from one another in
essence and not only in degree, the common priesthood of the faithful and the ministerial or hierar-
chical priesthood are nonetheless interrelated: each of them in its own special way is a participation in
the one priesthood of Christ.(2*) The ministerial priest, by the sacred power he enjoys, teaches and
rules the priestly people; acting in the person of Christ, he makes present the Eucharistic sacrifice, and
offers it to God in the name of all the people. But the faithful, in virtue of their royal priesthood, join in
the offering of the Eucharist.(3*) They likewise exercise that priesthood in receiving the sacraments, in
prayer and thanksgiving, in the witness of a holy life, and by self-denial and active charity.” (LG #10)

Ponder this great mystery it is the faithful living a holy life, that makes the world holy. One can have
their house blessed, which is a very good thing to do, but if in that house sin reigns, it will not be ho-
ly. Think how great it is when a house is blessed and those who live there, live holiness of life. The
home becomes a holy place, the same happens when people live holiness at work, at school, at
sports.

This holiness is only possible through the living of a sacramental life. The ministerial priesthood sup-
ports the common priesthood of all believers to live their baptismal call and graces. I have seen and
heard stories of parishes and the effect of the community on the priest or the priest on the community
both in positive and negative ways.

It is essential that we support one another in living holiness of life-giving God our best in all that we
do, and allowing his grace to make our parish, families, community and beyond truly holy.

En la primera lectura de este domingo, Dios tiene unas palabras muy fuertes para los sac-
erdotes a través del profeta Malaquias. En la historia del pueblo israelita, acaban de re-
gresar del exilio a Jerusalén. Sin embargo, no volvieron a adorar a Dios como es debido.
Ademas de esto, sacrificaban para Dios sus animales ciegos, cojos y enfermos en lugar de
" los mejores. Mira lo que dice: "Cuando ofrezcas un animal cojo o enfermo, /no hay nada
» malo en ello? Preséntenlo a su gobernador. ;Se alegrara de ti, o te mostrara su favor?".
(Mal 1:8) Dios hace de la bendicion del sacerdote una maldicion, dice que los sacerdotes
han fallado en instruir, y son parciales en sus juicios. Cuando oyes lo duro que es Dios
con los sacerdotes, ;no te dan ganas de decir, gracias a Dios que yo no soy sacerdote?

iPero no tan rapido! En realidad, tanto los sacerdotes como el pueblo estaban involucrados en la pobre
adoracion a Dios. Después de todo, los sacerdotes aceptaban las pésimas ofrendas que el pueblo traia para
el sacrificio. No desafiaban al pueblo a servir mejor a Dios.

Hay otra realidad también, para todos nosotros bautizados, compartimos en el sacerdocio universal de to-
dos los creyentes. Mira la uncion después del bautismo, "Dios Todopoderoso, el padre de nuestro Sefior
Jesucristo, te ha liberado del pecado, dandote un nuevo nacimiento por el agua y el Espiritu Santo, y te ha
unido a su pueblo. Ahora te unge con el Crisma de la salvacion, para que permanezcas como miembro de
Cristo, Sacerdote, Profeta y Rey, hasta la vida eterna".

Esta es la gran llamada que Dios tiene para cada uno de nosotros.

El Vaticano II dice lo siguiente respecto a los dos sacerdocios: "Aunque difieren entre si en esencia y no
solo en grado, el sacerdocio comun de los fieles y el sacerdocio ministerial o jerarquico estan, sin embar-
go, interrelacionados: cada uno de ellos, a su manera especial, es una participacion en el tinico sacerdocio
de Cristo. (2*) El sacerdote ministerial, por la potestad sagrada de que goza, ensefia y gobierna al pueblo
sacerdotal; actuando en la persona de Cristo, hace presente el sacrificio eucaristico y lo ofrece a Dios en
nombre de todo el pueblo. Pero los fieles, en virtud de su sacerdocio real, participan en la ofrenda de la
Eucaristia.(3*) Ejercen asimismo ese sacerdocio en la recepcion de los sacramentos, en la oracion y en la
accion de gracias, en el testimonio de una vida santa y mediante la abnegacion y la caridad activa". (LG
#10)

Reflexiona sobre este gran misterio: son los fieles que viven una vida santa los que hacen que el mundo
sea santo. Uno puede bendecir su casa, lo cual es muy bueno, pero si en esa casa reina el pecado, no sera
santa. Piensa en lo grande que es cuando una casa es bendecida y los que viven en ella, viven santamente.
El hogar se convierte en un lugar santo, lo mismo sucede cuando las personas viven la santidad en el tra-
bajo, en la escuela, en los deportes.

Esta santidad solo es posible mediante la vivencia de una vida sacramental. El sacerdocio ministerial
apoya el sacerdocio comun de todos los creyentes para vivir su llamada y gracias bautismales. He visto y
oido historias de parroquias y del efecto de la comunidad en el sacerdote o del sacerdote en la comunidad,
tanto de forma positiva como negativa.

Es esencial que nos apoyemos unos a otros en vivir la santidad de la vida dando a Dios lo mejor de no-
sotros en todo lo que hacemos, y permitiendo que su gracia haga que nuestra parroquia, familias, comuni-
dad y mas alla sean verdaderamente santas.
