Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

In the Gospel this weekend, we hear the parable of the talents. A landowner
goes on a journey, and he entrusts talents to his servants, to one five, to anoth-
er, two and to the last one. The first two servants invest and give back to the
landowner with the return from the investment, and the third buries it in a
hole, and gives it back with nothing more. To which the landowner is irate
because he did not even invest it in a bank and get interest.
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The question is what is this all about? Is this a parable to say invest well or use €D
the bank if nothing else? It is about investing well, but not in the market. The
fathers of the Church commented that the talents were our five senses and theory and practice, while
the one alone was only theory. Others say the talents are all that God has given to us. At the heart of
what they are saying is that God has given us abilities to be used in the kingdom for his honor and
glory and the good of others. But what do we do with what he has given us?

There is the old expression if you don’t use it, you lose it. This is also at the heart of this parable.
God gives us so many things to help us on our journey here and to help others. But are we using the
gifts he has given us? St. Gregory the great commented on how some are given the gift of preaching
or teaching and if they do not use the gift, they lose the gift. It is the same with faith even, if we do
not live it, we lose it.

I recently heard the story of a man in China, where it was still illegal to have mass. There would be
masses late at night in the homes of the faithful. There was mass one night, and as it finished, the
lookouts reported that the authorities were coming. Everyone escaped except for one man. He could
not leave; it was his house where they had mass. He was arrested and tortured, but he would not
name the priest, because he knew they would no longer have mass. After much torture, knowing he
would not say anything they released him. He moved to the USA, and was elated that he could go to
daily mass. He started working, and he had his wife to take the children to daily mass and teach them
the faith. Soon he discovered he could make more money working weekends so he did. He started
going to mass only on Christmas and Easter, and then he did not even go on Easter. Sadly, a man
who was willing to be tortured to save the priest and to have mass slowly lost the faith as he prac-
ticed it less and less.

God gives us all gifts and talents and the gift of faith. He does not give us all the same gifts, but he
gives gifts to us all to help in the community, to glorify him by developing them and in developing
them and using them we help others.

Now may not be a time when the gift is “needed” by others, but it is still the time to keep using it,
developing it, so that when it is needed, we are able to help and use the skills God has given to each
of us. If you do not know your skills, ask a good friend, they may see something that you do not see,
and you may even find a new source of peace and joy in your life as you respond to the gifts the God
has given to you.

Queridos Hermanos y Hermanas en Cristo,

En el Evangelio de este fin de semana, escuchamos la parabola de los talentos. Un
propietario se va de viaje, y confia talentos a sus siervos, a uno cinco, a otro, dos y al
ultimo. Los dos primeros siervos invierten y devuelven al propietario con el rendi-
miento de la inversion, y el tercero lo entierra en un agujero, y lo devuelve sin nada

_ mas. A lo que el propietario se enfurece porque ni siquiera lo invirtié en un banco y
obtuvo intereses.

La pregunta es ;de qué se trata todo esto? ;Se trata de una parabola para decir que hay
que invertir bien o utilizar el banco, aunque sélo sea eso? Se trata de invertir bien,
pero no en el mercado. Los padres de la Iglesia comentaban que los talentos eran nuestros cinco senti-
dos y la teoria y la practica, mientras que el uno solo era solo teoria. Otros dicen que los talentos son
todo lo que Dios nos ha dado. En el fondo, lo que dicen es que Dios nos ha dado capacidades para que
las utilicemos en el reino para su honor y gloria y para el bien de los demas. Pero, ;qué hacemos con
lo que nos ha dado?

Existe la vieja expresion "si no lo usas, lo pierdes". Este es también el centro de esta parabola. Dios
nos da muchas cosas para ayudarnos en nuestro camino y para ayudar a los demas. Pero, ;estamos uti-
lizando los dones que nos ha dado? San Gregorio Magno comentaba que a algunos se les da el don de
predicar o ensefiar, y si no lo usan, lo pierden. Lo mismo ocurre con la fe: si no la vivimos, la perde-
mos.

Hace poco escuché la historia de un hombre en China, donde todavia era ilegal celebrar misa. Se cele-
braban misas a altas horas de la noche en las casas de los fieles. Una noche hubo misa y, al terminar,
los vigias avisaron de que venian las autoridades. Todos escaparon excepto un hombre. No podia salir;
era su casa donde se celebraba la misa. Lo detuvieron y lo torturaron, pero no quiso nombrar al cura,
porque sabia que ya no celebrarian misa. Después de muchas torturas, sabiendo que no diria nada, lo
soltaron. Se mudo6 a los EE.UU., y estaba encantado de poder ir a misa todos los dias, entonces em-
pezo a trabajar, y su esposa llevaba a los nifios a misa todos los dias para ensefarles la fe. Pronto des-
cubri6 que podia ganar mas dinero trabajando los fines de semana y lo hizo. Empez6 a ir a misa sélo
en Navidad y Pascua, y despues ni siquiera iba a misa de Pascua. Tristemente, un hombre que estaba
dispuesto a ser torturado para salvar al cura y tener misa, poco a poco fue perdiendo la fe, ya que cada
vez la practicaba menos.

Dios nos da a todos dones y talentos y el don de la fe. No nos da a todos los mismos dones, pero nos
da dones a todos para ayudar en la comunidad, para glorificarlo desarrollandolos y al desarrollarlos y
usarlos ayudamos a los demas.

Puede que ahora no sea el momento en que el don sea "necesitado" por otros, pero sigue siendo el mo-
mento de seguir usandolo, desarrollandolo, para que cuando sea necesario, seamos capaces de ayudar
y usar las habilidades que Dios nos ha dado a cada uno. Si no conoces tus habilidades, pregunta a un
buen amigo, puede que ellos vean algo que tu no ves, e incluso puede que encuentres una nueva fuente
de paz y alegria en tu vida al responder a los dones que Dios te ha dado.
