Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

This weekend we celebrate Christ the King Sunday. St. Paul in the second
reading speaks of all things being subjected to Christ who in turn hands them
over to the Father and subjects himself to the Father. Christ is King, but he
freely submits to the will of the Father and makes the will of the Father his
own will. The Son of God is obedient to the Father and offers himself and all
who unite themselves to him to the Father. We learn from Christ how to live,
making God’s will our own. We want what God wants.

If we look at the language of a kingdom, there is the King and his subjects, or a queen or both. To be
a subject of Christ the King is to submit our will to his, to conform our life to his. This life is about
following the King, Jesus Christ. Christ as King provides for all that we need on the journey of the
life, even confession when we fail to follow his will. He feeds us with his own body and blood in the
Eucharist. A great song is The King of Love my Shepherd is. It is a beautiful song that speaks of the
Love of Christ the King.

When you think about Jesus the King of Love, do you find it odd that there is a Gospel about the fi-
nal judgement and of heaven and hell. Wouldn’t a loving God leave off the hell part? Not exactly. As
a matter of fact, Jesus talks about hell more than heaven. Why? Because he truly loves us and does
not want us to be eternally separated from him. He reminds us that there is more than this life, and at
the end there will be a judgement, an eternal reward or punishment.

In the Gospel there is that great scene of the Last Judgement where the good and the bad are being
separated. And they all go to heaven or don’t based on what they did or did not do. Jesus says to the
just, “Come, you who are blessed by my Father. Inherit the kingdom prepared for you from the foun-
dation of the world. For I was hungry and you gave me food, I was thirsty and you gave me drink, a
stranger and you welcomed me, naked and you clothed me, ill and you cared for me, in prison and
you visited me.”(Mt 25:34-36) He says the same to the unjust only he begins by saying depart from
me for you did not do these things.

Both the just and the unjust are surprised. The just asked, when did we do these things for you? The
answer is, “Amen, I say to you, whatever you did for one of these least brothers of mine, you did for
me.” (MT 25:40) The just loved, but did not realize the simple beautiful truth, everyone we love and
help, it is Christ we love and help. On the contrary, the unjust are shocked and surprised. They ask,
when did we fail to do these things as if their only failure was, they did not see Jesus with long hair,
wounds in his hands and feet, a long robe, and fail to serve him. But because they did not love their
neighbor, they did not love Christ.

In the end, God wills that we all be saved and live in his love for now and all eternity. Eternity is a
long time; it has no end. Could you imagine eternal joy greater than any joy we have known on this
earth? That is what God wants for us. But sadly, there are times we do not want it, as we prefer our
own will and sin to God’s plan for us.

The first step in getting to heaven is desiring to get there. Then, we do what God wants and desire
what God wants, our salvation and to be in an eternal relationship of love. And then like God, we
want all people to live this love, and to know his love, mercy, and peace.

A Aprendemos de Cristo a vivir haciendo de la voluntad de Dios nuestra voluntad.
Queremos lo que Dios quiere.

Si nos fijamos en el lenguaje de un reino, estd el Rey y sus siervos, o una reina o am-
bos. Ser siervo de Cristo Rey es someter nuestra voluntad a la suya, conformar nuestra vida a la suya.
Esta vida consiste en seguir al Rey, Jesucristo. Cristo como Rey provee todo lo que necesitamos en el
camino de la vida, incluso la confesion cuando no seguimos su voluntad. Nos alimenta con su propio
cuerpo y sangre en la Eucaristia. Una gran cancion es, El Rey de Amor es mi Pastor. Es una hermosa
cancion que habla del Amor de Cristo Rey.

Cuando piensas en Jesus, el Rey del Amor, ;te parece extraio que haya un Evangelio sobre el juicio
final, el cielo y el infierno? ;Un Dios amoroso no omitiria la parte del infierno? Pues no. De hecho,
Jesus habla mas del infierno que del cielo. ¢ Por qué? Porque nos ama de verdad y no quiere que es-
temos eternamente separados de El. Nos recuerda que hay algo mas que esta vida, y que al final habra
un juicio, una eterna recompensa o castigo.

En el Evangelio aparece esa gran escena del Juicio Final en la que se separa a los buenos de los malos.
Y todos van al cielo o no en funcion de lo que hicieron o dejaron de hacer. Jesus dice a los justos: "
Vengan, benditos de mi Padre. Tomen posesion del Reino preparado para ustedes desde la fundacion
del mundo. Porque estuve hambriento, y me dieron de comer; tuve sed, y me dieron de beber; fui for-
astero, y me recibieron; estuve desnudo, y me vistieron; estuve enfermo, y me cuidaron; estuve en la
carcel, y me visitaron" (Mt 25:34-36) Lo mismo les dice a los injustos, s6lo que comienza diciendo:
"Apartense de mi, porque ustedes no hicieron estas cosas".

Tanto los justos como los injustos se sorprenden. Los justos preguntan: ";Cuando hicimos nosotros
estas cosas por ti? La respuesta es: "Yo les aseguro que todo lo que hicieron por uno de estos her-
manos mios mas pequefios, lo hicieron por mi". (MT 25,40) Los justos amaban, pero no se daban
cuenta de la hermosa y sencilla verdad, a todos los que amamos y ayudamos, es a Cristo a quien ama-
mos y ayudamos. Por el contrario, los injustos se escandalizan y se sorprenden. Ellos preguntan, cuan-
do fallamos en hacer estas cosas como si su unico fracaso fue, ellos no vieron a Jesus con cabello lar-
g0, heridas en sus manos y pies, una tunica larga, y fallaron en servirlo. Pero porque no amaron a su
projimo, no amaron a Cristo.

Al final, Dios quiere que todos nos salvemos y vivamos en su amor por ahora y por toda la eternidad.
La eternidad es mucho tiempo; no tiene fin. ;Te imaginas un gozo eterno mayor que cualquier gozo
que hayamos conocido en esta tierra? Eso es lo que Dios quiere para nosotros. Pero tristemente, hay
veces que no lo queremos, ya que preferimos nuestra propia voluntad y pecado que el plan de Dios
para nosotros.

El primer paso para llegar al cielo es desear llegar. Después, hacemos lo que Dios quiere y deseamos
lo que Dios quiere, nuestra salvacion y estar en una relacion eterna de amor. Y luego, al igual que Di-
os, deseamos que todas las personas vivan este amor y conozcan su amor, su misericordia y su paz.
