3) Discuss 2 Chronicles 7:14.  Why is this verse so helpful in discovering 

what a nation under God truly looks like?

5) In your own words, define “confession”.  Why is confession so 

important in the lives of God’s people? 

 

6) How does the response of the people in Nehemiah 9 reflect the 

reality of 2 Chronicles 7:14? 

 

7) How did you respond to Pastor Dan’s statement, “If you ever 

struggle on Sunday’s to worship God, ask yourself ‘What reason(s) 

do I have to worship Him?  What has God done?  What has He done 

for me?’”    

 

8) What struck you about the prayer that the Levites prayed in 

Nehemiah 9:6-37?  Does your prayer life include these things? 

 

9) What is one practical way we can apply this message as a church so 

that we can be a 2 Chronicles 7:14 people/church?  
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
