refused to let Israel pass thru during exodus
now they had joyfully joined in the sacking of Jerusalem
Herods of Jesus’ day were of Edomite background

Pride is deep-seated in all of us
it goes back to the beginning—Lucifer tried to claim equality with
God
Satan told Adam & Eve they could be like God

National pride can be very dangerous and misleading
Edomites lived in mountain strongholds and were smugly secure
The pride of your heart has deceived you

it will not be a problem for God to bring them to their knees

unhealthy pride (refusal to be subject to God or honor him)

it will not be a problem for God to bring us to our knees
from the outside
from within
