Read aloud Genesis 28:10-22; Psalm 12:1-8; Matthew 9:35-10:10 
 

Genesis: 1.God spoke to Jacob in a dream; how does God speak to you? Give a specific 
example. If you feel that God is not speaking to you, what might be the reason? 2. God 
visibly blessed Jacob; how is God blessing you? 3. What is Jacob’s response to his blessing? 
How do you respond to God’s blessings? 
 
Psalm: 1.What kind of ungodly behaviors does the Psalmist speak about that we see in 
ourselves and others today? 2. How do these behaviors hurt the weak and the needy?  3. 
What kind of blessing does God extend to those in need? 
 
Matthew: 1.What three activities was Jesus primarily involved with that his church needs to 
carry on today? Why is he interested in these things? 2. What do we need to take with us as 
we go out into the harvest field? Why these things?  3. What do Jesus’ words, “Freely you 
have received, freely give” mean in your life?
